▪ Security: 540 784-0156 
 

▪ No Smoking: inside coliseum or barns, this is the law. 
 

▪ Vehicles: DRIVE CAREFULLY.  Please OBEY ALL TRAFFIC SIGNS.  Operators of motorized vehicles are required to 

have a state driverôs license from resident state.  No vehicles allowed in the barns.  Four-wheelers and ATVôs are not allowed 

on the VHC grounds.  Non-powered scooters, bicycles, skateboards, inline skates, and heelers (skates in shoes) are not per-

mitted in the Coliseum or the interior of any of the barns. 

Failure to comply will result in the impounding of the non-powered vehicle until the close of the show.  
 

▪ Pets: All pets must have current inoculations for rabies as prescribed by state of residency.   

You must clean up after your pet.   

Grounds/Barns:  No loose dogs are allowed anywhere on the premises.   

All dogs that are not crated must have a leash with a person holding the leash.   

Loose dogs will incur a $100 fine. 
 

▪ No trash or sharps in the manure pits or stalls.  Sharps should be placed in red boxes in barns and not in trash cans. 
 

▪  No longeing in posted rings. 
 

▪  No overnight horses may be stabled in trailers, portable stalls or tie outs. 
 

▪  Horses are absolutely not allowed to be ponied behind any moving vehicle.

▪ Show Office: Will be in the East Complex and will be open from 10am-7pm Friday, 7am-7pm Saturday, 

7am-End of Show Sunday.   
 

▪ Bio Forms: Please be sure to pick up and complete a Bio form for your horse in the show office.  Your 

OTTBôs Bio will be announced during your over fences classes.  Information such as sire/dam if known, rac-

ing history if known, how you came to own your OTTB, and your recent successes should be included so that 

the announcer can share your OTTBôs special story with the spectators.  Please complete a Bio form even if 

you are not jumping, there may be time to read your horseôs Bio during awards presentations.  We also use the 

Bios to help determine information for Special Awards during the show.  Please fill out and give to the an-

nouncer PRIOR to the start of your division.   
 

▪ Entry Fees: $12.00 Entry Fee for all classes, with the exception of classes 11 and 26, no entry fee, must 

qualify, see Class Descriptions for details.  
 

▪ Ribbon Presentations: 6 Ribbons and Prizes awarded in each class.  Champion & Reserve Ribbons and 

Prizes for each Division.  Horses and riders will be asked to return to the ring for ribbon presentations with our 

sponsors and photos after each class and for Champion & Reserve Awards at the completion of the Division.   
 

▪ Schooling: Over Fences schooling in the show ring will be available from noon-9pm Friday.  To avoid con-

gestion, schooling during those hours will be limited to 8 horses at a time.  Flatwork only in the show ring on 

Saturday and Sunday mornings from 6-7am.
